From a letter of Mr. Georges M., Auve-
lais (Belgium) of January 2000 to rijo,
describing his term of forced labor in
Nuremberg:

I came into a camp in the suburb of
Schweinau, across the street from the Ziin-
dapp plant. The food was disgusting: In the
morning a slice of bread, nothing for lunch
and in the evening inedible decayed pota-
toes. I was a manual worker in a workshop
of the Minartz company and received a
wage of 68 Pfennings an hour, from which
every week 15 Marks were deducted for the
housing. I had to stay there from Dec. 6,
1942 until September 1943.
